This talented young string quartet have 
been playing together since their formation 
at the Royal College of Music in 2005, and 
have now performed at many prestigious 
venues throughout the UK. We were 
delighted to welcome them to St Mary with 
St Alban for a very enjoyable and well- 
attended occasion.  
The programme began with Haydn’s String 
Quartet in F, Op 74 No 2 – a pretty quick 
Allegro spiritoso followed by a lilting 
Andante grazioso, Menuet & Trio and very 
energetic Finale: Presto.  
Then came a most unusual piece in fifteen 
movements and as many styles – Officium 
Breve, Op 28 – composed by György 
Kurtag in memory of another Hungarian 
composer, Andreae Szervánsky. This was a 
difficult piece which demonstrated the 
quartet’s great technical ability, but was 
hard for a non-player to appreciate. Finally, 
we were given Alexander Borodin’s String 
Quartet No 2 in D, and informed that 
Borodin was not a professional composer 
but a good writer of melodies. Those of us 
of a certain age who went home humming 

the tunes from “Kismet” (borrowed from 
Borodin!) would agree with this statement. 
We are most grateful to Janet Smith for 
arranging such a treat for a Sunday 
afternoon.
