Other calls on Cyril's time, energy and
organisational skills are (or have been) Henley
Royal Regatta, rugby refereeing rotas and
adjudicating VAT tribunals (for which work he
was appointed MBE in this year's Queen’s
Birthday Honours) — varied activities, which so
far fortunately, he has managed not to muddle
up with verging...

On June 20th the new St Mary's Parish
Visiting Team was commissioned during the
Patronal Festival. The eight members of the
team attended two full days of training run by
a very experienced couple who have helped
many parishes in the diocese extend their
pastoral work. As a vicar who likes to visit, but
struggles to find the time, | am delighted that
this ministry is being shared by a group of very
caring and sensitive people with a lot of good
intuition and common sense (qualities that
came out in our training exercises). The
simplest and shortest of visits can make the
difference between someone feeling neglected
and someone feeling that they have been
noticed, listened to and valued.

So what is the role of a Parish Visitor?

It is not to be a substitute for a vicar, a
social worker, a counsellor, a handyman
or a shopper.

It is simply to offer friendship and a
personal connection to the church and
the local community.

It is primarily to make social calls, to
listen, to answer practical questions
about the church and to befriend.

Visitors will always phone first to check
that someone would like a visit and
arrange a suitable time.

What will they do?
Keep in touch with sick or elderly

parishioners who may be housebound or
feel isolated, on a monthly basis.

Visit families just before baptism services,
as a follow-up to our baptism preparation
evenings and then be part of the
welcome during the baptism service itself.

Visit the bereaved, if requested by the
clergy after the post-funeral visit, on a
monthly basis if desired.

Visit newcomers to the church who have
indicated on a welcome card that they
would like a visit.
