Patronal Festival 

A patronal festival is the occasion when a local 
church celebrates the feast day of its patron 
saint. Since we have two patron saints (Mary 
and Alban) we are slightly spoilt for choice. 
But there is a very strong tradition of 
celebrating St Alban’s Day (June 22nd) which 
goes back to the late 1880s when the ‘new’ 
parish church of St Alban’s (now the 
Landmark Centre) was built. 

One local historian claimed that ‘the greatest 
personal triumph of Francis Boyd [the vicar 
who built the church] was the occasion when, 
for the first time, the choir and clergy and 
congregation walked in procession on St 
Alban’s Day down the High Street. The traffic 
was stopped, the residents and tradespeople 
hung flags from their windows, and the scene 
was that of some Breton town on fete-day, 
rather than that of a London suburb.’ We 
would love to hear from old residents of the 
town who can still remember St Alban’s Day 

processions and celebrations. 

Gone are the days when the whole town 
would take a holiday. But we will still be 
celebrating St Alban, the first English Christian 
Martyr, at our special Patronal Festival 
Communion on Sunday June 20th at 9.45am. 
This will be followed by a bring-and-share 
lunch in the Parish Hall, before enjoying the 
Teddington Village Fair in Udney Park 
Gardens. Please join us in keeping alive this 
joyful Teddington tradition.

Visit to the Mosque 
Twenty members of the First Wednesday Club 
visited Hounslow Central Mosque last month 
and spent a fascinating 2 hours there. Imam 
Iftikhar greeted us and eloquently outlined the 
Five Pillars (basic beliefs) of Islam, described 
the rituals of worship, how imams and muftis 
are trained, how children are encouraged to 
read Arabic and learn the Koran (Holy Book) 
by heart and how his sermons at Friday 
prayers – all extempore – are 15 minutes in 
Urdu, 25 minutes in English and finally 10 
minutes in Arabic (Vicar, please disregard). He 
also was very happy to try to answer our many 
questions. Finally we were all (women 
included) invited into the main prayer hall for 
midday prayers and, by chance, also heard 
the funeral prayer being said over a coffin 
before it was carried out for burial. 

There was a genuine warmth in the welcome 
we received and a sense of stillness and 
respect in the atmosphere which was 
remarkably compelling.
