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children living and working on the streets of
Harare, Zimbabwe, since 1991. ltis a
welfare organisation well known for its
interventions for children living on the
streets and for its efforts in reunifying them
with their families or placing them into
alternative care.

Zimbabwe has gone through a lot of
economic and political disturbances in the
last three years. The drought and the land
reform programme has caused a slump in
food production and put a strain on families’
ability to feed their children. This has
increased the number of children seeking
refuge on the streets.

During the recent cholera outbreak, we
were inundated with calls for assistance
from the children and have now embarked
on a programme to ensure that children
living on the streets have access to clean
. water, by providing buckets, water-purifying
tablets and soap. The HIV peer project is
~ also making great strides in working with

sexually-active youths and encouraging
, them to seek treatment for their STls.

In the last year, Streets Ahead
reintegrated 89 children into the home
environment.

All Street Child Africa's partner organisations work in challenging conditions.
However, the recent media coverage from southern Africa has provoked many
of our supporters to enquire about the situation in one country in particular. We
asked the Director of our partner organisation Streets Ahead in Zimbabwe,
Duduzile Moyo, to tell us more about their daily struggles in Harare and how
they — and we - are still able to support street children there.

Streets Ahead has been working with and sensitise people to children’s rights.

A typical case is that of Daniel: he is a
double orphan who was placed in a
government institution in 2005, but he ran
away and came back to the streets. The
Department of Social Welfare brought him to
Streets Ahead, where he was successfully
reunified with his maternal uncle, together
with his 3 siblings who had earlier run away
from a violently abusive aunt. The uncle’s
family are subsistence farmers and now care
for 14 orphans. The family, while very willing
to care for the children, is economically
strained and has difficulties in meeting all the
basic needs of the 14 orphans.

The Streets Ahead team shows
appreciation to families taking in children
from the streets, because not all people bond
with children that are not their own, let alone
to those that have been on the streets with
the reputation which goes with it. Follow-up
visits to families are carried out, and these
increase the children’s sense of worthiness
as they realise that we care enough to follow
up on their welfare. Streets Ahead always
gets positive feedback about our dedication
to working with the street children.

Despite economic problems in
Zimbabwe, the team at Streets Ahead has

MY NIGHT AT THE SHELTER

These situations are difficult
to control, particularly as they can turn very violent.

the children all the time. For those who are under the
influence of a lot of drugs, small conflicts easily turn into
bloody fights. We use all our creativity to deal with those
difficult situations.

My next task is to keep an eye on the children while
they play games of their choice in different groups. |
check on each group to make sure everything is going
well. At the same time, | watch over the children who are
cooking the evening meal for everybody.

At dinner time all the children gather in the dining hall
to eat. Itis a moment of joy and of sharing. Once again, |
need to make sure everything takes place smoothly. After
the dinner there is usually time for relaxation before the
children go to the dormitories.

The night watch is one of the most demanding tasks
of the night work at the shelter, especially not sleeping
after a day’s work. | stay up checking the different
dormitories. Very often children are taken ill. In cases of
severe temperatures, | give them some aspirin until the
case can be presented to the nurse in the morning.”

Frequently asked questions about street children

This section of the newsletter tries to briefly answer
some of the more general questions we are asked about
our work. If you have a question, please let us know by
emailing it to info@streetchildafrica.org.uk (subject line:
FAQ), or by contacting the office otherwise. For more
information, you can also take a look at our website.

How do we know our money is being spent
correctly?

Street Child Africa works very closely with its African partners.
We fund projects on an annual basis and applications for
support are received at the end of our financial year. Project
activities must adhere to our funding criteria and we work
with the partner to ensure that the funding is directed to those
specific activities.

We send funds, usually in two instalments, directly to the
partner NGO/CBO (non-governmental or community-based
organisation) in the country. Currently we request two reports,
financial and narrative, on the funded activities.

A key part of our own audit is to conduct regular visits to
the partners. This is mutually beneficial as it allows Street
Child Africa to understand the impact of its funding, as well as
giving the partner an opportunity to update our personnel. Our
relationships with partners have grown over the ten years that
we have been working in Africa; partnership agreements
ensure that expectations and overall goals are managed, and
our own UK audit ensures that donors are satisfied in the
manner in which we handle donations and grants overseas.

In 2009, Street Child Africa is undergoing a further
monitoring and evaluation exercise to ensure that our

funding is used as effectively as possible. This has been made
possible by a particular capacity-strengthening grant from an
American foundation.

Do our partners feed the children?

Hunger is a situation felt by street children every day. In fact, it
is one of the driving forces that leads them to the street. Hunger
on the street leads children to eating scraps from the street,
from bins, from underneath market stalls, from abattoirs. Of
course, this food often leads to stomach upsets.

Despite this, Street Child Africa’s partners do not feed
children on the streets. Street children would then come to
rely on the street workers who give them food, and it would
hinder their chances of developing a trusting relationship with
the worker. This is not to say that none of the money Street
Child Africa sends out goes to feeding children. Once the
children leave the streets, the situation changes.

Some of our partners offer nutritional support through
specific activities. Feeding programmes usually take place
within refuges or family centres. Our partners in Port Harcourt
in Nigeria feed children at their drop-in centre, at Street Girls
Aid in Ghana they offer food in the house of refuge and in the
babycare clinics and also ensure that young mothers are
trained in how to access healthy nutritious meals for their
babies. At CAS's Hopeland farm in Ghana they encourage the
teenagers to learn to cook and provide their own healthy
meals. In Zambia both our partners Friends of the Street
Children and Rainbow Project offer the children in the
rehabilitation centres food while they stay and prepare to
return home.

We are the newest support group for Street Child Africa, as
our first committee meeting was held in early February
0009, and our first fundraising clothes sale took place in
[February thanks to the kindness and support from Catherine

Group.
Having heard Fr Patrick speak to us on two occasions,
the enthusiasm within our very small parish was amazing and
a subsequent parish meeting was well attended, when Jim
and Catherine kindly came along to tell us more about
running a group and the kinds of things that we could do, as
well as providing us with clothes to hold our first sale.

From there we have set up a small committee which has
already come up with a number of good ideas. Our first
major fundraiser will happen in May and is to be a “Ten
Years Younger” day with students from the local college and
other practitioners providing a variety of taster sessions for
both men and women. We are aiming to focus our
fundraising on different types of events from those already
held in the parish, and are hoping to include the whole
village population.

It’s early days but we are determined to translate our
commitment and enthusiasm into funds to help the work
of Street Child Africa.
